Wellspring/Cori Terry & Dancers was founded in Kalamazoo, Michigan in 1981, under the artistic 
direction of New York dancer and choreographer Cori Terry. Southwest Michigan's only professional 
modern dance company for the last thirty years, Wellspring continues to present critically-acclaimed 
concerts featuring works choreographed by Ms. Terry, members of the company, and guest 
choreographers. The award-winning company resides in the state-of-the-art Wellspring Theater in 
downtown Kalamazoo's beautiful Epic Center and offers performances, classes, special events and 
outreach programs sharing the creative art of modern dance and making arts accessible to all. 
 
The Organization 
Wellspring is celebrating its 30th year of professional modern dance in Kalamazoo. The Board of 
Directors includes members from the W.K. Kellogg Foundation, the Bronson Health Foundation, Miller 
Auditorium - WMU, the Johnson Center for Philanthropy at GVSU, Diekema Hamann Architecture + 
Engineering, and more. Wellspring is a fiscally sound nonprofit arts organization with an annual 
operating budget of $280,000.  Publicly launched in October 2004, the Wellspring Endowment Fund 
has received strong support and ensures Wellspring’s long-term sustainability.
